e In 2021 there were 430 Continuation High Schools in California compromising 78,000 students
e There are 3892 comprehensive high schools in Calitfornia
« Most Orange County districts have an continuation high school in their Alternative Education Program

e Continuation High Schools have been an option since 1919

« Commencing with the 1990-91 school year, all districts were allowed to offer IS programs to meet the
needs of students and set forth strict regulations (ed Code 51745)
e Early and middle colleges were founded back east over 30 years ago

e Early college students are signiticantly more likely to graduate high school and enroll in college

e Early college students have an increased persistence rate and are more likely to earn a college
degree

e Early college students earn a diploma and college credits with some acquiring an AA degree
